Safety, Security and Traffic

· Questions raised as follows:-

· Henry D. - Increased Perimeter Security with respect to construction activity across Frederick Rd. Reply - The perimeter electric fencing that we presently have is divided into 18 zones all of which are manually checked 3 times a week by Thorburn and once a month by Donza security. There are 22 perimeter surveillance infra-red motion detection cameras which are monitored in the guardhouse and offsite by Verifier.TRSS armed response provide back up if needed.. We will monitor development on the Frederick Road boundary.

· Ada Rebelo - Has an objection to the new speed bumps on medical grounds - Noted to be raised at Evergreen AGM in August.

· Tess Sleigh - Raised concern on perimeter security outside of her boundary fence. Response as for Henry D

· Ivar Skanke- Requires cul de sac signage at entrance to Hoopoe Lane

· Jean Spurr - Concern over increased traffic when apartments complete.

· The questioners were requested to raise their concerns  at the AGM.

· Arthur Hills - Wants a petition by all residents to be sent to ELV  regarding security at the entrance gates.
