GREAT BACKYARD BIRD COUNT DAY

The Great Backyard Bird Count is a global event that is celebrated for four days in 

February each year. It is a free, enjoyable, and easy event that engages bird watchers 

from all walks of life in counting birds to create a real-time picture of bird populations. 

There are around 10 000 different species of birds worldwide. They range from big to 

small and monochrome to multiple colours.

The goal of this project is pretty simple, each February, for four consecutive days, you 

need to spend time in your favourite place. You watch and count as many birds as you 

can find and report them to www.birdcount.org. All the observations that you, and 

thousands like you across the world, submit will help scientists to better understand global 

bird populations before one of their annual migrations.

Birds are crucial for maintaining balance in the ecosystem. They control pests, move 

seeds and pollen around, and transfer nutrients across the land. This event is a great way 

to celebrate these important creatures.
