OF 1983 LIVING IN LAKE MICHELLE 

Among the many colourful couples who have chosen 
Evergreen at Lake Michelle as their retirement ‘spot’, Graham 
and Joyce Futcher must surely have travelled the most. Joyce 
describes her life as a mine manager’s wife as that of a gypsy. 
In fact, their Evergreen home is the 21st that they have lived in 
over the 60 years of their marriage. And Joyce is determined 
to relax and enjoy her ‘little piece of heaven’. 

“As a mine manager’s wife, you soon get eaten up by demands 
to play various support roles (for free), and you have to fight hard 
to retain your own life,” Joyce observes. And fight Joyce most 
certainly did. Not only was she the mother of four children, but 
over the years -and in many places they moved to - Joyce put her 
boundless energy and enthusiasm into many different roles and in 
the service of many noteworthy goals.

In 1963, while living in Evander, Joyce offered exercise classes to local women, in the days before Jane Fonda popularised the idea. 
She became a force in amateur dramatics and wrote and produced a four page Evander supplement for the major newspaper. 
This led her to take up photography, and once she and Graham moved to Rustenberg, she became President of the Photographic 
Society. She was also the President of Toast Mistress Club and ascribes the diversity of her impacts to being a jack of all trades, 
and master of none!

Over 1978 and 1979, Joyce and Graham established an importation business specialising in lamps and lanterns from Taiwan, and 
having moved to Springs in 1983, Joyce put her boundless energy into fund raising and catering for many local charities, including 
the Eastern Transvaal Cerebral Palsy Association. Her work prompted Graham to enter her into the Star Newspaper ‘Superwoman’ 
competition. As one of 25 finalists, she attended a gala event with Graham, and as she puts it- “can you imagine that with all those 
luminaries, who got to win the trip to Mauritius, but little old me.”

On their return, Joyce was the only unknown (her words) invited to join 24 celebrities in participating in the Mazda 626 launch 
Charity Rally. Her driving skills – honed on many a treacherous gravel road - were put to the test. Joyce came joint first and won a 
significant amount of money to donate to her nominated (Eastern Transvaal Cerebral Palsy Association) charity.

Over their 60 years together, Joyce and Graham Futcher have travelled to 66 countries around the world and lived in 21 homes: 
whilst Graham still plays tennis, Joyce prefers the quiet life, spending time with ‘the fascinatingly wonderful; people from all walks 
of life’ at Lake Michelle.

EVERGREEN BERGVLIET SHAKEN BY LARGEST CAPE STORM IN 30 YEARS 
A major winter storm made landfall in Cape on Tuesday, 6 June 2017, intensifying in the early hours of Wednesday morning. 
It brought powerful winds, heavy rain, huge waves and coastal flooding. According to the City Disaster Management, 
around 700 structures were affected by flooding. Wind gusts brought destruction throughout the region, leaving thousands 
of people homeless, at least eight people dead and many injured. 

Our Bergvliet Village was affected when a huge Norfolk Pine tree was blown over from Firgrove Way and toppled into Units 44 and 
45 causing extensive damage to property. Our maintenance department, together with the excellent contractors were onto the site 
fast. They managed to clear the tree, re-build the boundary wall and fix the roof and electric fence within a few days. Roof tiles and 
ceilings were also replaced with ongoing rain still falling over the region. As our village Manager Christine Dempers observed, “It 
was a fantastic team effort to get the damage repaired and our residents safe and secured by the weekend.”
